The project site is located to the south west of the existing Terminal 3 (T3) and Terminal 4 (T4) passenger terminals,
between Tonkin Highway and Dunreath Drive as shown in Figure 1: Activity Location. The total project site area is 7.02
hectares.

The project site is within close proximity to the western boundary of the Perth Airport estate, bounded by Tonkin Highway,
the Dunreath Interchange and the Direct Factory Outlet (DFQO) within the Airport West Precinct.

I he ottset strategy was submitted by Perth Airport to DEE in February 2019 as per the above
condition, but the associated management measures have not been finalised and the
timeframe required for these measures (13 September 2019) will not be met. As such, an
extension is requested, As you are aware, Perth Airport has been in discussions with DEE
officers since August 2018 to action and implement the above conditions and progress has
recently been made. For context, Perth Airport commenced negotiations for offset
management measures on 14 August 2018 with habitat quality score information provided to
DEE for both Banksia Woodlands and Black Cockatoo foraging habitat. Since this time, Perth
Airport has been in consultation with Jess Keock, Vaughn Cox, Matt Whitting, John Foster
and most recently Declan O’'Connor-Cox, Katrina Cousins and Zoe Lee from DEE.

The offset management measure negotiations are nearing completion with a teleconference
scheduled between your team and mine later this week. We are hopeful that the retail outlet
and living stream offset requirements can be concluded at that teleconference, or soon after.
Based on this timeframe, we are seeking an extension of the permit conditions outlined above
until the end of 2019.
